The Ontario Chapter recently announced the 1999 Education Grant recipients which support
community-based breast cancer education projects and programs throughout Ontario.

This year 14 recipients received grants totaling more than $285,000 as follows:

* Sudbury Regional Breast Health Program & Northeastern
Ontario Regional Cancer Centre for two projects
dealing with breast cancer awareness, and breast
self-examination in women under 50.

¢ London InterCommunity Health Centre, for multicultural
women'’s volunteer fraining and community outreach
program for breast health.

* Breast Cancer Action Kingston for a breast screening
awareness program for physicians in their region.

* Afghan Association of Ontario for a breast cancer aware-
ness program with Afghan women.

¢ Interlink Community Cancer Nurses for two projects:
research and outreach for lymphedema patients,
and a publication dealing with issues of survivorship.

* Oftawa Regional Cancer Centre for a healthy living
program for breast cancer patients.

The Ontario Chapter’s new Major Gifts program
kicked off recently with a generous donation of
$§75,000 from Toronto philanthropist Anne Tanenbaum.

ATLANTIC CHAPTER

The Atlantic Chapter recently announced $29,792 in funding for breast
cancer research grants in Atlantic Canada. This marks the culmination of
the very first grant competition for the CBCF Atlantic Chapter.

A local Medical Advisory Commiftee, consisting of leading Aflantic
breast cancer specialists and community representatives, review all
requests for research funding to ensure the relevancy and practicality of

the project.

Three grants approved for funding include a study by Dr. David Hoskin
of Dalhousie University who will look at a novel strategy to enhance

immunotherapy against breast cancer.

The studies have been approved for a one year period and results will
be available next spring. This year, funding available has increased to
$120,000 with a maximum of $25,000 available for each grant. %
